Scouts need to understand the purpose of a cotisergaoject. Increase their com-
mitment to conservation by involving them in plamias well as in carrying out the
work.

Make Projects Fun
If possible, combine conservation efforts with atBeout activities such as a hike,
campout, swim, or nature walk with someone whodiaouss the area’s ecology.

Choose Reasonable First Projects

First projects undertaken by a Scout unit shoultirbiged in scope and last no more
than a few hours or an af-ternoon. As youth gajreernce and confidence, projects
can become more lengthy and complex.

Consider Skill Levels

A good project is within the skill levels of theyth doing it and is age-appropriate.
Work that is too demanding sets up youth to fail bvse interest. The best opportu-
nities challenge Scouts to push a little beyond therent abilities and master new
skills.

Set Reasonable Goals

Everyone desires a sense of completion to theikwhile some goals can be com-
pleted in a few hours. longer-term projects maypitmken into intermediate goals
achievable in shorter amounts of time.

Make a Difference

Appropriate projects allow youth to see that tieforts have a positive effect on the
quality of their environ-ment. They learn about timportance of conservation and
gain a sense of pride in having done a good tlonghie environment.

Safety

Address safety from the start of the project inglaning stage. Scouts need to be
instructed on the proper use of any equipmentpabject site and must use that
equipment only in a safe manner.

Documentation

Many Scout units keep logbooks containing repantstzefore-and-after photographs
of their conservation work. A logbook doesn't hawébe fancy, but they help Scouts
keep a record of specific sites and notes can Bedadbout the long-term responsi-
bilities to maintain their projects.

Recognition

Scouting provides a variety of ways to recognizeabcomplishments of youth in-
volved in conservation pro-jects: patches, awaadd, opportunities to complete re-
quirements for merit badges and ranks. If possfiié conservation projects to ful-
fill advancement requirements for Cub Scouts, Boguss, Varsity Scouts, and mem-
bers of Venturing crews.
